VMC MAKES AN URGENT APPEAL FOR VOLUNTEER DENTISTS

The Volunteer Ministry Center (VMC) Dental Clinic is issuing an urgent appeal for volunteer dentists. This vital clinic
provides comprehensive dental services to the homeless and poor in the Knox County area. It is the only clinic of
its kind in the area and relies on volunteer dentists and dental hygienists to provide services.

The VMC Dental Clinic served over 500 patients last year within only 67 days of operation. The Clinic provided 491
extractions, 35 pairs of dentures and over 1,000 total procedures during 2009. All of these services were provided
by volunteers. International missions and other professional obligations have significantly restricted the number of
our volunteers and we are making an urgent appeal for new volunteer providers.

Dental care is often ignored until the patient experiences pain. Many of the patients treated at the VMC Dental
Clinic have never received dental care before. Symptoms of significant overall health conditions often present first
in the mouth. The downturn in the economy has placed a higher demand on the dental clinic as those who once
had insurance no longer do and need the VMC Dental Clinic for care.

The mission of the Volunteer Ministry Center is to work with any homeless individual who comes to the Volunteer
Ministry Center so that he/she will achieve housing within a definite and limited period of time, and then will access
whatever support services are required to maintain her/himself in that housing. The Volunteer Ministry Center will
work to prevent homelessness for those who are marginally housed. Established in 1987, VMC operates four pro-
grams: The Resource Center, The Refuge, The Jackson Apartments and The VMC Dental Clinic. VMC also offers a
health clinic on its premises which is operated by Cherokee Health. The goal for all clients is housing. Taking a
‘Housing First’ approach to ending homelessness means that as long as the client commits to a case management
relationship, VMC can assist them in obtaining permanent housing. Once housed, the case management relation-
ship is extended to ensure success in maintaining housing.
